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Sekeping Jugra, the newest edition to the now ten plus Sekeping
(accomodation) projects by Kuala Lumpur-based Seksan Design furthers
the initiative’s goal of imagining new possibilities within ordinary neighbor-
hoods, this time along Old Klang Road, an area known for its community
of local craft makers and in the form of a cowork / coplay / costay space,
specifically aimed at bringing together like and maker-minded communities
of creatives.

“With Sekeping Jugra we became the contractor, so we built the whole
space by ourselves,” described Ng Sek San from Seksan Design of the
space’s character and function. “There are also a lot of makers working in
this area, making tricycles and furniture, so we wanted to create a place
where they could come to stay, and play together.”

The site, originally comprised of two houses, was split into eight spaces
creating an office, spaces for both short and long-term stay, several
co-working spaces and an event space. “With this space a lot of the
fittings and custom details were done by the local craftsmen living around
here, and all the materials also came from shops nearby; even the columns
were molded by people just down the road. It gets them making new types
of products and is also opportunity for young people who have started taking
over their parents’ businesses and are interested in making new things”.
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
